Ideas For Class Reclassification





These are suggestions only to be used as a base for discussion and possible future remits as requested at AGM.





1.	Open Horse:  Open to all horses regardless of breed, age, sex, colour, conformation, appearance or previous performance. Horses are judged on performance only. Riders may be Professional; Non Profession or Rookie (however Non pro & rookie must ride their own horses). (There is no limit to number of horses a rider may compete)





2.	Novice Horse: For horses that have not won in excess of $2,000 in Open or Novice events at affiliated NZCHA inc. cutting competitions in their lifetime (excluding aged & restricted events).Riders may be Professional; Non Profession or Rookie (however Non pro & rookie must ride their own horses). There is no limit to number of horses a rider may compete).


NB:  Horses are winning out of Novice in one season at the current rate,(even if they are competing and gaining points in Open competition that makes them a good horse but doesn’t make them an experienced cutting horse , I believe a horse should have at least two good seasons under its girth to be judged experienced or solid.


Maybe alter COA to $2000/COM to $3000 requirement as well, as a horse is nearly earning a COA as soon as it wins the futurity, Certificate of Ability should prove a solid performance over at least a season not just winning one event. 





3.  	New event - Professional Rider: Any person that has achieved $10,000 LTE in Non Pro events (gaining Rider Hall of Fame Status) or has opted to become a Professional. There will be no limit to the number of horses a professional may enter (regardless of ownership, this would encourage a pro rider to help train new members and show the members horse for experience) and all points count towards end of year awards.  (NB: This is because this person is now deemed Professional and all monies earnt should be recognised, also acknowledging the person’s ability to train and show Cutting horses). 





4.	Open Non Professional: Open to all Non Professional card holders with lifetime earning of less than $10,000 in Non Profession events, as determined by NZCHA records. Riders will be limited to 4 horses per event and highest score counts towards Open Non Professional annual awards.





5.	Under $2500 Non Professional: Open to Non Professional card Holders with lifetime earnings in non professional events of $2500 or less as determined by NZCHA records. Riders will be limited to 4 horses per event and highest score counts towards under $2500 Non Pro annual awards.


6.	Under $1500 Non Professional: Open to Non Professional card Holders with lifetime earnings in non professional events of $1500 or less as determined by NZCHA records. Riders will be limited to 4 horses per event and highest score counts towards under $1500 Non Pro annual awards.





7.	Rookie: Open to all Non Professional card Holders (& beginner riders) who have not won $750 in any NZCHA approved cutting horse competition (excluding Snaffle bit earnings), as determined by NZCHA records. Any youth you has accumulated 100 or more lifetime points will also cease to be eligible. Riders are limited to one horse per event and a Rookie may borrow a horse.





8.	Youth:	Open to Youth riders under 18 years of age as at the 1st May of the competition year. Riders will be limited to 2 horses per event, with the highest score to count for annual awards. A Youth may borrow a horse.





9.	Snaffle bit Rider: This is a two handed contest for beginner riders/cutters, Open to riders who have not earnt more than $500 in any Cutting competition and they 

















		








	





may not have competed in any Non Professional, Novice or Open horse events. They may only ride a horse that has not won $2000(excluding aged events) LTE. Riders are limited to one horse per event and they may borrow a horse that qualifies. THERE IS A TROPHY & CERTIFICATE and NO BUCKLE FOR THIS EVENT.





10.	Open Restricted Rider: (Replaces Ladies event): For riders 18 years and over, who for one reason or another, have only one event they would otherwise enter at a show. Professionals and Riders who have entered two other cutting events at the same show are not eligible for this event.  Ie: A rider may ride in the Rookie and the Open Restricted, but nothing else; one Non Pro event and the Open Restricted but nothing else; Novice Horse and Open Restricted but nothing else. Riders may borrow a horse and are exempt from the Non Pro Rule for this event only. Riders are limited to one horse for this event.  (This event is to encourage people to keep showing, giving them a second class at a show, with fuel costs and travel time people are not keen to travel to a show for just one event, as well as event for the show workers to get in the pen for a cut, ie the secretaries and timers and judges who may have to miss their event to judge, family member sharing a horses etc).





WHY DO WE NEED TO CHANGE THE WAY WE DO THINGS?


Because if we always do what we’ve always done, we’ll always get would we always got.


NZ is English based equestrian, Aussie and America are Western based equestrian


Aussie and America have thousands of members and big sponsors, NZ has less than 100 members, tiny sponsorship if any and only 25 competitive members at present. If we don’t make changes to make it easier for people to partake and enjoy Cutting we will lose the members we do have and struggle to attract new members.


Change is inevitable, go with it & attempt to grow 


When we have hundreds of members and 25 plus in one event, then we can refocus on harder rules.


A number of our members are breeding some lovely Cutting horses, if we don’t make changes and attacked new members, who will buy these horses – not Cutters. 


A number of members give up when they win out of a level, as feel they are not experienced enough to compete at the next level. 


In the States once a Non Pro has earned a certain amount of money they automatically become professionals, therefore in $ terms $10,000 in NZ would be a similar experience level.





WHAT WOULD HAPPEN IF WE CHANGE THE CLASS DEFINITON?


Horses that have not achieved $2000 LTE excluding aged, would be eligible to go back into the Novice events.


Riders that have achieved $10,000 LTE in Non pro would be upgraded to Professional Status, and no longer be eligible for Open Non Pro, put they would not lose a class to compete in.


Riders that have not achieved the new event $ rating could remain eligible in the lower event, I.E a rider that has earned $700 LTE would revert to being eligible for Rookie.  A rider may opt to move out of the lower level, by advising the Secretary they which not to compete in the lower level in the future.


As far as trophies’, there would be no change in the Snaffle Bit, Rookie, Under $1500, Open Non Pro, Novice or Open. 


The under $750 N/P trophy could be altered and reinstated as the Under $2500 Non pro trophy, 


The trophy & cup for Ladies event could be altered and reinstated for Open Restricted.


A new trophy would be needed for the Professional Rider event.
